Can’t justify putting in a traffic signal because it is only 240-feet from one signal to the next. The City has a 300-foot minimum. Suggestion was made to move one of the traffic signals. Petition maybe prepared to present to CD-4 to install a traffic signal and will be distributed by GTLNC Board Members and interested community members. 
· Signage  requests 
· 4-stops signs at the alley intersection per the Toluca Terrace Petition request and the request for  “Do Not Enter” signage on the Northern section of the N/S alley) is still in process. 
· Request that the alley ways on the North and South side of Riverside between Clybourn and Sancola and Forman be One-Way (East on the North Alley way and One-Way West on the alley South of Riverside) stop sign and parking issues. 
· Strohm (South of Riverside) requests 
· Poor visibility. Phase One 50-feet red curb as a remedy.

· Will look at stop sign or traffic signal. Will do traffic volume count and if there are more than 10,000 per day they may recommend a traffic signal.

· Can speed bumps be placed on Strohm between Riverside and Moorpark Way?
· The Public Safety Committee suggests 3-options:

1. install a 4-way stop;

2. route traffic one-way northbound on Strohm; and,

3. install 2 stop signs on Strohm.
· On Camarillo between Lankershim/Tujunga 
· City is still looking at this location. The City will plot accident reports to see if there is a sufficient amount to make a recommendation.

     Process for Reconsideration: Any person or group adversely affected by the decisions or policies of the GTLNC may file a written grievance with the Council. The Council shall then refer the matter to the Grievance Committee. Persons who wish to claim a grievance may do so by communicating with any member of the Grievance Committee, and the Grievance Committee shall invite the person claiming a grievance to present arguments and evidence, which may include testimony, to the committee. The Grievance Committee shall act to hear a grievance within thirty days of the initial communication and shall prepare a report and recommendation to the GTLNC to present at its next meeting, or at least no later than the following meeting. The Grievance Committee may on its own volition, communicate its findings directly to the Department of Neighborhood Empowerment (DONE) in addition to reporting to the Governing Board. The Governing Board shall include Grievance Committee reports in its agenda and shall hear the reports in a timely manner as describe above.  Any aggrieved stakeholder has the right of appeal to DONE any decision by the GTLNC. This grievance process is intended to address matters involving procedural disputes, e.g., the Council’s failure to comply with these Bylaws, or its failure to comply with the City’s Charter, the Plan, or local, State or Federal law.
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
