While this problem has reared its head 

from time to time in the past, a sustained number of 

BFMVs has continued to plague our community in 

recent months.       

We can’t win this fight alone.  Community 

involvement is so important.  Neighborhood Watches, 

Business Watch, or simply concerned individuals are 

critical to our success in battling BFMVs.  The eyes 

and ears of the public enable us to identify, locate, 

and arrest suspects involved in these crimes.  In 

addition, our friends, business partners, and neighbors 

need to be regularly reminded not to leave valuables, 

particularly electronics, in plain view in their parked 

cars.  Our hope is that, with these efforts, we can 

begin to win this battle, and significantly reduce the 

number of BFMVs in North Hollywood.

Crime Briefing: 
Overall for this year to date Part I crimes, which are a 

combination of all violent and property crimes, were 

down one percent from last year. 

 

Violent crimes are down 11 percent this year to date.  

This reduction includes an 18 percent reduction in 

aggravated assaults, and a 28 percent reduction in rapes. 
 

Property crimes are up one percent, which includes a 10 

percent increase in burglary/theft from motor vehicles.  

However, there was a 13 percent reduction in burglaries.   

 

Crime Prevention Tips  
As robbery occurrences continue to be a concern in the 

area, be extra vigilant of your surroundings and 

continue to be extra careful when wearing very 

expensive necklaces and jewelry.  Although the iPod 

and Bluetooth provide hands-free phone conversations 

and music, these accessories can be distracting when 

you are out in public, when you should be wary of 

strangers.  Additionally, these items are very easy for 

thieves to take.
