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North Hollywood Captain’s Corner:

I’'m very pleased that there are
a good many positive
developments in North
Hollywood over the past
several months. Our efforts to
combat crime in our
communities have resulted in
yet another drop in crime
overall, and in violent crime
in particular. Unfortunately, there is a fly in the
ointment during the months of January and February.
We have experienced a large jump in the number of
BFMVs — burglaries from motor vehicles. While this
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problem has reared its head in our community in the
past, the number of BFMVs has grown
disproportionately over recent weeks.

My staff has already taken a number of steps to
address this problem. Our property crimes unit has
recently located, tracked, and arrested a suspect who
was single-handedly responsible for many of these
crimes, and our burglary detectives are hard at work
identifying other perpetrators.

However, we can’t win this fight alone. Community
involvement is critical to our success in this area, as
your eyes and ears will enable us to identify, locate,
and arrest suspects involved these crimes. Education
is another critical element; our neighbors need to be
reminded not to leave valuables, particularly
electronics, in plain view in their parked cars. With
your watchfulness and outreach to your neighbors, we
can win this battle, and significantly reduce the rate of
BFMVs in North Hollywood Area.

As | write this, I am filled with mixed emotions. This
is because | am retiring this month, concluding a 27
year career with the LAPD. While I’'m happy to be
embarking on a new phase of my life, filled with new
adventures, | have to admit that I will deeply miss
police work. The LAPD is my family (literally, as
many members of my immediate family are on the
job), and I have many happy memories of my years
with the Department. One of the things I’ll miss the
most, however, is my involvement with you, the
members of the North Hollywood community. In my
three years as Captain at North Hollywood Area,
you’ve been a constant source of happiness and
support, and I’d like to take this opportunity to thank
each and every one of you. You have all become my
friends, and you will be sincerely missed.
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I would also like to introduce Captain Justin
Eisenberg who will be your new Area Commanding
Officer. Before his arrival here at North Hollywood,
Captain Eisenberg was the Assistant Commanding
Officer, Gang Narcotics Division. Justin has
tremendous experience in Patrol, Gangs and
Administrative assignments. He will definitely be an
asset to the North Hollywood Area.

Crime Briefing:

Overall for this year to date Part | crimes, which are a
combination of all violent and property crimes, are up
two percent. This increase was due to a rise in
burglary/theft from motor vehicles and aggravated
assaults.

Violent crimes are down one percent this year to date.
This reduction includes a 10 percent reduction in
robberies, but a 16 percent increase in aggravated
assaults.

Property crimes are up 2 percent, which includes a 13
percent reduction in grand theft auto, a 19 percent
reduction in burglary, but a 21 percent increase in
burglary/theft from motor vehicles.

Crime Prevention Tips

Burglary/theft from motor vehicles has increased
significantly during the first two months of 2010.
Again we are seeing the suspects breaking into
vehicles where items such as GPS systems, iPods, and
laptops that are left in plain sight. We need your
assistance in reducing these crimes. Do not leave any
valuables in your vehicle when you park it; even if you
are only leaving the vehicle for a short time. This one
simple action you can take that will keep you from
losing your property and having to replace the broken
window.
